Hamilton County Board of Elec�ons: Partners in Democracy 

 

Dear Administrator, 

We are wri�ng to request your assistance in recrui�ng your employees to serve as poll workers through 
Hamilton County Board of Elec�on’s “Partners” in Democracy Program! The Hamilton County Board of 
Elec�ons is looking to expand upon our partnerships with local public offices to assist provide a skilled 
workforce at each polling loca�on in Hamilton County on Elec�on Day. 

As the elec�on process becomes more technologically sophis�cated, it is cri�cal that Poll Worker be able 
to understand and to apply new technologies. Public sector employees are an excep�onal source of 
trained, adaptable, and tech-savvy workers. 

What does it take to be a “Partner in Democracy”? We are asking you to make available the informa�on 
enclosed with this leter to your employees and inform them of the ways they can sign up to be a 
Hamilton County Poll Worker.  

Par�cipants in the program would work as Precinct Elec�on Officials (PEOs). A PEO is a trained elec�on 
worker whose du�es include se�ng up polling loca�ons and processing voters. PEOs are compensated 
for training, set up, and Elec�on Day work—and county employees are eligible for both their agency’s 
daily compensa�on as well as the Board of Elec�on’s pay, and without having to take a vaca�on day or 
LWOP. Some departments offer an addi�onal personal day.   

We have enclosed materials outlining the project with forms that can be used by your employees. We 
hope we can count on your par�cipa�on. Please contact the Board of Elec�ons with any ques�ons.

Precinct Election Officials (PEOs) Needed 

The Hamilton County Board of Elections (BOE) is looking to build partnerships with local public and 
private entities to assist in providing a skilled workforce at each polling location in Hamilton County 
on Election Day.

As the election process becomes more technologically advanced, it is critical that poll workers be 
able to understand and apply these new technologies. Private and public sector employees are an 
exceptional source of trained, adaptable, and tech-savvy workers to meet this ongoing need. PEOs 
are compensated for training and Election Day work—and county employees may be eligible for
both their agency’s daily compensation as well as the Board of Election’s pay, and without having to 
take a vacation day or LWOP. 

WHAT we are asking your organization . . . 

To be a Partner in Democracy with the BOE by making information available to your employees 
about signing up to be a Hamilton County PEO. This can be accomplished in many ways and we 
would like to meet with you to see how we can Partner Up. 

WHO can be a PEO 

Must be a registered and active voter in Hamilton County, Ohio 

Must be able to read and write the English language 

Must have transportation to the polling place and to the training classes 

NOT be a candidate for any office to be voted on at the polling place in the current election

NOT be a convicted felon

Types of Precinct Election Officials 

Voting Location Manager (VLM): Pick up supplies for the election on the Saturday before the election at location near the 
polling place; coordinate all activities at the polling place for the Monday Night Organizational Meeting and throughout 
Election Day; report any problems to the Board of Elections; return the ballots and supplies to the Ballot Drop Off Location. 

Voting Location Deputy (VLD): (a person of the opposite party as the VLM) Assist the VLM with all responsibilities and 
procedures at the polling place on Monday night and Election Day; must accompany the VLM, in the same car, to the Ballot 
Drop Off location. May also pick up supplies on the Saturday before the election, if needed.  

Precinct Election Official (PEO): Participate in all activities at the Monday Night Organizational Meeting and on Election Day, 
assist the VLM and instruct each voter about the voting procedures at the polling place.

PEOs are trained election workers whose duties include setting up polls and processing voters.  

PEOs are compensated for training, Monday night organizational meeting, and Election Day work.

Must be a registered and active voter in Hamilton County, Ohio 

Must be able to read and write the English language 

Must have transportation to the polling place and to the training classes 

NOT be a candidate for any office to be voted on at the polling place at the election 

NOT be a convicted felon 

WHAT time is involved 

Training Class 3.5 hr class offered Mon-Sat, mornings, afternoons & evenings 
Monday Night Organizational Meeting 6:30pm - 9pm 

Election Day 5:30am - 9pm 

HOW MUCH am I paid 

PEOs make from $225.00 (regular poll worker) to $275.00 (Voting Location 

Managers). This includes training class, Monday Night Meeting and Election Day.
